Developed through an Inter-agency approach

The content of the LOG is based on information from manuals from over 28 humanitarian organisations, academia and the private sector. A continuous process of consultation, discussion and feedback facilitated the identification of best practices and experiences from experts in the humanitarian logistics field. Over 40 representatives from 14 different organisations were intensely involved in defining the scope of the tool, advising on main topics and validating concrete content. The LOG is, and will remain, a joint platform for information.

A single source of best practices 

The LOG aims at providing cross-cutting information, standardised definitions, guidelines, operational tools and templates. It provides information on different types of supply chains; food, non-food, cold chain. 

Support tool to humanitarian logisticians
The LOG is intended to be of use for all humanitarian logisticians, regardless of the size of their organisation, or its area of specialisation. 

Designed for field usage
The LOG is available in an offline and online version, recognising the potential obstacles in the field where internet connection can be limited. Both versions allow the user to search, and extract tools and templates. 
A dynamic tool
The LOG will remain a dynamic tool that will be updated on a regular basis, based on feedback from the users, new insights and developments in the humanitarian sector.
